1. Call to Order: The regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the RUKC-SNA was called to order by Jennifer Cristaldo, President at 6:30 pm.
2. Those Present: Jennifer Cristaldo, President, Blair Gordon, Vice-president, Beth McNatt, Secretary, Kathryn Kieft, Treasurer, Alex Martin, OVP membership coordinator, Jessica Mock, Topeka membership coordinator (entered meeting at 7pm), Stephanie Miles, Historian, and Professor Anne Naulty.

Quorum: Beth McNatt, secretary, declared a quorum present.

3. Minutes: The minutes of the previous meeting were read and approved as read (or corrected). 

4. Treasurer’s Report: Bank account still needs to be opened in two board members’ names. President and Treasurer will be responsible to open SNA bank account and will be its formal signers. Bank account should be opened at location which will be accessible to both OVP and Topeka campuses. 

5. New Business:

· Professor Naulty also suggests a sign for certificates awarded to our local SNA chapter to be prominently displayed at both OVP and Topeka campuses, to include photos in commemoration of RUKC-SNA founding board members.

· VOTE: It was moved and carried that the membership fee for RUKC-SNA dues to remain at $25.

· Professor Naulty proposes the idea of RUKC-SNA board members hosting an annual convention for our local RUKC-SNA chapter members.
· Blair Gordon, vice-president, proposes that faculty advisor/professors abide by same rules as our SNA board members regarding absences of RUKC-SNA scheduled meetings. Discussion tabled.

6.Unfinished Business: 
· Jennifer Cristaldo, president, has created a “Chain of Command” poster/infographic which has been submitted to Dean White-Lewis for approval before it goes official and will then be circulated among Rasmussen student body via RUKC-SNA newsletter. 
· Blair Gordon, vice-president, has created a Facebook group for RUKC-SNA membership and is sending out invitations. RUKC-SNA members may also invite other members.
· Discussion regarding how to replace graduating SNA board members  Blair Gordon suggests that we advertise to SNA members in advance for upcoming open board member positions since three are opening in June. Positions have been offered to current board members first.
· Vice-President position will be filled by Jessica Mock, leaving her position of Topeka membership coordinator open. Secretary position will be open, and OVP events-coordinator will be open as well. 
· Applications have been created by Jessica Mock, Topeka membership coordinator, for each board position with job descriptions and board member requirements stipulated. It is agreed that a gpa of 3.0 is required, as well as them expressing why they’re interested and verifying that they are willing to attend every scheduled meeting. Also, it shall be required that board members have completed and passed Pathophysiology, though they may begin to serve in a probationary/temporary shadowing capacity during the quarter of their first quarter of the nursing program (which includes Patho).

· Everyone present agrees and motion is carried.
· Jennifer Cristaldo suggests another RUKC-SNA member, Luke, whom she knows, be considered to shadow in a probationary capacity as well, per his upcoming submission of a board member application.
· VOTE: It was moved and carried that Luke shall be offered the opportunity to shadow Jennifer Cristaldo as RUKC-SNA’s chapter President, per current President, Jennifer Cristaldo’s upcoming graduation at the completion of her summer, 2021 quarter. Luke ____ shall serve in a probationary period during the summer quarter of 2021.
· Everyone present agrees and motion is carried.
· Discussion of how to dismiss and replace current board members if too many meetings missed (more than two per quarter) or gpa drops too low. 
· Blair Gordon, vice-president, suggests that disciplinary criteria/potential dismissal and/or probationary period should be the same for faculty members as it is for student board members if more than two scheduled board member meetings are missed in one quarter.
· A more efficient way to communicate announcements to SNA members is needed. 
· Beth McNatt, secretary, suggests that RUKC-SNA newsletters be sent out in batch emails to our current SNA membership by the serving membership coordinators per their lists of SNA members.
